M nane is Mark Hoss. [|I'm
the Vice President of Manufacturing and
Site Manager for Koch Methanol in St.
Janes, Louisiana. I|I'mgrateful for the
opportunity to speak to you today. 1'd
be remiss if | didn't start by
recogni zi ng Loui siana -- Louisiana's
greatest asset and that's her people, who
time after tine, step up in nonents of
crisis and tragedy |like we've just seen.
Though the inpacts of Hurricane Ida wll
be with us for a long tine, we'll get

through this, if we work together.
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I'd like to take this opportunity to
publicly recognize and t hank our
dedi cated first responders. You've
tal ked about the inpacts of Hurricane
Ida. And without our first responders,
we would be in a nuch nore difficult spot
right now So definitely thanks, and
hats off to all the folks that are first
responders hel ping us through this
crisis.

Last year, George, with Koch
Conpani es public sector, gave this board
background on Koch Methanol St. Janes and
how and why we decided to | ocate and
build a world class chem cal
manuf acturing facility in Louisiana.
There's no need for nme to take up your
time today going back through that, but
I'd like to focus on where we're at today
and gi ve you an updat e.

You m ght recall that Koch
I ndustries involvenent in this project
began as a mnority investor in YC
Met hanol One. I n Decenber of 2020, Koch

acqui red 100 percent of the conpany and

26
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adopted a new nane that we spoke about
earlier, Koch Methanol St. Janmes. And
that reflects our strong connection to
the coommunity there in St. Janes,
Loui si ana.

On July 15th, 2021, we becane fully
operational, commercially producing
met hanol. Currently, we have
approxi mately 100 enpl oyees at the
facility, making an average annual salary
of over $100,000 a year. About 20
percent of your enployees are residents

of St. Janes Parish, sonething that we're

really proud of. |I'msure you' re pleased
with -- that we're up and runni ng, just
li ke we are, but we're ask -- mght be

aski ng what inpact did we have and what
kind of inpact will we have on the
econom c well-being of St. Janes Parish
and the State of Loui siana.

Since we broke ground in 2017, we've
sought out and done business wth about
100 Loui siana contractors, nanmes that you
m ght be famliar wth; Brown and Root,

MVR, Control Wrks, that was spoke about
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earlier, and -- and nany ot hers.

During the construction phase, which
spanned about five years and invol ved
over five mllion contractor man hours,

t here was support for 2,500 jobs per
year, both direct and indirect jobs. 610
mllion of |abor incone, and 72 mllion
of state and local taxes. Overall, in
our operational state, Koch Methanol St.
Janes is estimated to annual ly support
300 jobs, both direct and indirect. $25
mllion in | abor incone and three mllion
in state and | ocal taxes. Over the next
20 years, even with the ITEP tax
abatenent in place, Koch Methanol St.
Janmes wll pay the taxing authorities in
St. Janes Parish nearly $110 in property
t axes.

I think these are neani ngful
contributions to our state and | ocal
econony and | hope that you'll agree with
t hat .

But our support goes beyond
provi di ng good jobs and tax revenue to

Loui si ana and St. Janes Parish. W al so

28
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strive to be great community nenbers. To
show that, we voluntarily joined the
pari shes energency response brigade in
provi ding nutual aid to other industrial
facilities in the area, which enhances
safety in our area. W're involved in
and have contributed to the parishes
summer prograns for STEM educati on,
sonething that is very inportant in Koch
I ndustries. W' ve also contributed to
charitabl e causes throughout the parish
and will continue to do so. Sone
exanpl es are the Baton Rouge Food Bank,
the R ver Parish Comunity Coll ege, the
4H sunmer canp, a Veteran's Day event
comng up here in Novenber and a fire
depart nent conputer aided systemto
enhance their dispatch.

Last year, we contributed to the
Communi ty Foundati on of Sout hwest
Loui siana to provide relief to victins of
Hurri cane Laur a.

Additional ly, after the devastating
I mpact of Hurricane |da on our comunity,

we' ve been working very closely with St.

29
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Janmes Parish and our Fifth District
Counci |l man, d yde Cooper, to help our
nei ghbors by donating tarps, ice and
ot her necessities. Just |ast week, our
enpl oyees cane together to cook and
provi de donati ons of food, cleaning
suppl i es and paper products donated by
Ceor gi a- Paci fic, another Koch Conpany.
Any good busi ness agreenent should
benefit both parties.

| trust that what | have touched on
today denonstrates that Louisiana's
I nvestment in Koch Methanol St. Janes is
a good one. The returns are already
there. And on behalf of our 100
enpl oyees out there at the site, | want
to thank you and the LED Board for your
dedi cated comm tnment and | eader shi p.

Qur programthat we're tal ki ng about
today is in regards to a natural disaster
t hat happened at our mll. A tornado
went through our wood yard and destroyed
sone of the conveyance systens. \Wat we
have in the wood yard is piles of raw
| ogs that go through a chi pper and that -
- those chips are then conveyed over to a
|arge pile and that goes into -- it feeds
our mll. Wen the tornado cane through,
it destroyed parts of that conveying
system and we needed to rebuild that
conveying systemand that's what this
di scussi ons about .

I would like to ask Mke to talk a
little bit about the -- the work that was
done to get our wood yard back up and
runni ng.

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East er Sunday - -

Thi s conveyi ng system had been there for
a long tine and was in fine shape and had
many years of life left init, and
unfortunately, a tornado does a |lot of
destructive damage. Fortunately, the
community and -- and nobody was injured
in our facility and the community was
very responsive. In a matter of two
days, we were able to restore 100 percent
of our operations.

The key to it though is that our
comunity has a lot of infrastructure to
it and we're able to build a process of
conveyi ng chi ps through using trucking,

whil e not very responsible on a -- on a
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cost mechanism we had to do it. And
that is how we ran for six nonths at --
at $1 mllion a nonth rate of operati onal
work. At that sane tine, we were able to
rebui ld that conveyor for roughly around
$6 million and get back online. And I
thank the community. | thank that we
have the infrastructure exists in
Loui si ana and the people in Louisiana to
be able to hel p us through that nonent
and get through that and get back to our
normal operations six nonths |ater.

| anguage that sets forth the foll ow ng
process for conpany's who do not conply
wth their jobs and payroll obligations.
LED notifies the conpany and the | ocal
governnental entities of a conpany that's
i n non-conpliance for any given project
year and then LED gives the LDE s the
opportunity to nake a reconmmendation to
the board of whether, and to what extent,
each local entity feels a conpany shoul d
be penalized. LED wll then present to
the board those I TEP contracts that are
out of conpliance and whether -- |I'm
sorry, and whether to the extent to which
the | ocal s have wei ghed in on what the
potential penalties should be.
Alternatively, the |local conpany --
the local conpany's and -- |I'msorry, the
| ocal s and the conpany may forego this
process if the local entities and the
conpany can agree on, and the conpany

pays a default paynent, in which case,
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t he conpany is deem-- deened to be back
i n conpliance.

So at the upcom ng Cctober board
nmeeting, the board will be presented with
a handful of |ITEP contracts that are not
in conpliance with their Exhibit A's for
one or nore of the follow ng reasons:

The failure to maintain or create the
required jobs; the failure to maintain or
create the required payroll; and the
failure to properly report on required
jobs or payroll either at -- that --
either at all or that -- that were | ate.

So LED anticipates this to becone a
sonewhat regular part of the | TEP agenda
going forward. So what -- so what we'll
do is think through the reconmendati ons,
potential penalties, but ultimately, the
penalty determ nati on should be nade on a
case by case basis and the conmpany's w ||
have the opportunity to appear before you
to explain their circunstances, simlar
to what they do whenever they consider
| ate renewal s, you guys consider |ate

renewal s.
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So | just wanted to bring that forth
to you so that when it appears on the
agenda next nonth in October, we wanted
to kind of give you sone background on
t he processes that we've been follow ng
at LED and what the adm nistrators have
been doing in working with the conpanies
to determ ne conpliance and t hen working
with the locals on that as well.

MR, JONES:

Thank you, Ms. Villa. | -- | have a
coupl e of questions. So for the Cctober
meeting, we'll have the first batch of

conpany's which the -- which LED deens to

be non-conpliant with -- with the rul es?

W're also, of course,
wth the not forgotten sout hwest
Loui si ana so severely danmaged by Laura,
and now dealing with the inpacts of
Hurricane Ida and Tropical Storm N chol as

that foll owed that.

For econom c devel opnment, we were on

the call at 10:00 a.m this norning where
t he Governor continues to | ead the United
Command Group that coordi nates the
federal and state resources around
recovery. From an LED perspective, we're
very active in what we call "the fuel

cell" there, assisting refineries getting
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back into service. Oh, by the way, that
takes liquid nitrogen, so if all your
power goes out, you can't get liquid
nitrogen. You can't restart the
refineries. But we -- those are the

ki nds of issues that we've been engaged
in and played a catal yst role through the
Loui si ana Busi ness Enmergency Qperations
Center and -- and other features. And
so, any inpacted area getting the fuel to
the punps where it matters nost, we've
got about two-thirds of the gas stations
that currently have both fuel and power.
Both are sonewhat chall engi ng, but the
refineries are com ng back into service.
Their product, obviously, then goes to
truck RACs for distribution throughout

t hese i npacted areas.

Anot her sort of neasure of how
chal | engi ng the situation has been out
there, nore than 50,000 requests for blue
roofs and the tarps associated with that
so that people can, you know, establish
their homes and renove the debris and go

on with their lives. (Ilnaudible) played
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a critical role for us in housing and |'m
sure you've noted that the Governor has
been very active on that front.

Hopefully, this good weather that we're
experiencing right now, allow those crews
inthe field that are trying to get those
bl ue roofs on to succeed and it's -- it's
just sort of one glinpse of -- of how
challenging it is for us in southeast
Loui si ana ri ght now.

Beyond that, we continue to recruit
busi ness. W continue to work with our
exi sting industries for expansions.

Thank you for your support of a nunber of
those today. W're working with the U S
Treasury, stakeholders, anticipating that
we're going to have sone robust funding
fromthe US. Treasury to the state's
smal | business credit initiative. This
w Il be sort of focused at the Louisiana
Econom c¢ Devel opnent Cor poration, but we
have a bi g outreach going on now to be
able to neet the criteria that has not
yet been issued by the Treasury, but wll

be. And we've experienced that in the
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past. In late '09 and 2010, we received
a charge of funding that we did a great
job with, so we feel |ike the nmechani sns
that we put in place with the Treasury
w Il be adopted quickly and nove on to
hel p smal | busi nesses across our state.

W're also in pursuit of a -- you
may have seen that Congress has awar ded
$3 billion to the Econom c Devel opnent
Adm ni stration. That's a subset fromthe
Department of Commerce. Qur regional
headquarters is in Austin. And we're
working with a nunber of our communities
across the state to try to nake sure we
achi eve, for Louisiana, as much of that
funding that we can bring in and bring to
bear and assi st our conpanies.

So a great deal of activity. I'm
happy to answer questions, but would al so
li ke to point out and congratul ate our
own, Mandy Mtchell, who has recently
been selected to | ead the Lafayette
Econom ¢ Devel opnent Authority as their
new CEO. We'lIl mss her service, but

she's just going to be right down the
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road and continue to be a part of the
team that takes care of the jobs and
i nvestnment growh in Louisiana. That's
all | have, sir.
MR, JONES:
Thank you, M. Pierson. Any
questions for M. Pierson?

Great. Thank you for your work.
