This
nmorning | am presenting Alliance
Conpressors to you. | have two
representatives fromthe conpany that are
with ne. M. Latina Thomas who is the
conpany's controller and I al so have
M. David Chai sson, who is the engineering
manager .

Al liance is an existing business that
is requesting approval for a $1 mllion

unsponsored EDAP for the expansi on of
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their existing manufacturing facility

| ocated in Natchitoches Parish. Alliance
Conpressors was established in 1996 and is
a joint venture between Enerson Electric
Conpany, Trane Technol ogi es, and Lennox
International, with Emerson operational
responsibilities. Alliance is a
manuf act uri ng operation engaged in the
production of refrigerant conpressors for
the heating, ventilating, air
conditioning, and refrigeration

i ndustries. These conpressors are used to
build energy-efficient air-conditioner and
heat punps for residential hones,
multifam |y dwellings, and |ight

commer ci al buildings. Their current

manuf acturi ng footprint includes

hi gh-vol une assenbly and proprietary
scroll machining in a worl d-cl ass
environnentally friendly facility. They
sell products under both the Alliance and
Emer son brand nanmes, and the primry
custonmers of Alliance are Lennox and
Trane. The Natchitoches facility opened

up in 1998 and they're expanding their
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conpressor assenbly facility and adding a
third assenbly line to the existing

400, 000 square foot facility. This
expansi on incl udes the purchase of new
equi pnment as well as custombuilt

equi prent that includes, but isn't limted
to, conveyor systens, autonmated wel ders,
washers for parts, and nmaterial handling
equi pnent. The EDAP funds will be used to
assist wth the cost of this new

equi pnent. The expansion is needed to
keep pace with increased gl obal demand for
energy efficient air-conditioning. The
conpany wll retain 520 existing jobs with
an associ ated payroll of $30 mllion
that's to be increased 2 percent annually,
as well as the creation of 78 new jobs

Wi th an associ ated payroll of $3.9 mllion
by 2027. And the jobs on the payroll nust
be mai ntai ned through Decenber 31, 2027.
There is also a total capital investnent
of at least $45 mllion that's required to
be expended by Decenber 31, 2024.

Nat chi t oches Parish's unenpl oynent rate

was 3.7 as of January of 2022, conpared to
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the state rate for the same period of 4.3.
The per capita personal incone for

Nat chi t oches Pari sh for 2020 was $43, 702,
conpared to the state per capita i ncone of
$50,874. The project is estimated to have
state revenues of roughly $6 million with
the conpany receiving a $1 mllion EDAP as
well as $2.4 mllion from Quality Jobs,
and this will result in a net revenue of
roughly $2.7 mllion for the state.

Staff recommends approval of this
proj ect as an unsponsored EDAP with our
usual contingencies that are normally in
pl ace as well as the retention of the 520
jobs with the $30 million payrol
i ncreased 2 percent annually as well as
the creation of the 78 jobs with an
associ ated payroll $3.9 maintai ned through
Decenber 31, 2027. Also, the tota
capital investnent of Alliance at the
facility of $45 million by Decenber 31,
2024. The EDAP award wi || be rei nbursed
upon verification of two different itens:
Verification that the conpany has achi eved

at least $33.6 mllion of payroll for
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their first performance year as well as
verification that the conpany expended the
$45 mllion in capital expenditures.
We're al so requesting a recorded UCC for
collateral in an anpbunt no | ess than the
EDAP award of $1 million. And there was a
contingency item nunber nine that was in
the termsheet that required the signature
of M. Conover on the resolution, and I
just wanted to point out that we have
al ready received -- we received that after
t he docunents were sent to all of you
Board nenbers.

And, wth that, | would like to
i ntroduce M. David Chai sson, and he can
gi ve you nore information about the
conpany and their project.
MR, CHAI SSON:

Good norning. Thank you for having
us.

As she nentioned, Alliance is a |large
manuf acturing facility in Natchitoches.
We -- our products go throughout the
world. Mbst of the factories that we ship

to are in the United States, Northern

Mexi co. W also ship to Brazil, Europe,

t hroughout the world. Qur products are in
very high demand. As she said, there's a
| ot of efficiency requirenents being put
on our industry that is driving the use of
our product. Currently, we're working
anywhere from 45 to 50 overtine days every
year for the last two years to support the
demand that's in there. The demand is
continuing to increase. This new assenbly
line is needed, one, to alleviate the
overti me demands on our enployees. W
want themto be able to have a hone life
as well. But we continue to see increased
demand over the next several years that

wi || considerably out-pace the equi pnent
that we have in the facility already. And
this new assenbly line will ensure that we
can continue to support our custoners and
continue to have them purchase those
products fromus. That's -- the biggest
reason for the drive for the new assenbly
line is to ensure that we can continue to
support our custoners, but al so new

products comng out in the future that
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w |l require new equi pnent, new

i nvestnents to neet these higher
energy-efficiency needs that are being
mandat ed as well as being expected in the
mar ket .

MR JACKSON:

Any questions?

First off, | just did sone
quick math. It looks Iike the 78 new jobs

at 3.9 is $50,000, which is well over the

$43, 000 in Natchitoches Parish, and | |ove
seeing that. That's great news. And the

Tell me a little bit about the new --
the 78 new jobs being created. What, |
guess, jobs and what positions are there
going to be?

There's five salaried positions in
there to support the lines with sone
supervision as well as some engi neering
support staff. The newline is very

automated, a | ot of robotics, a | ot of
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automated system so it wll be a
conbi nati on of what we call sem -skilled
personnel, people that we hire and train
on these specific pieces of equipnent. A
| ot of wel ding and aut omated noti ons.
This know edge set is very specific to
t hat equi pnent, so we'll have a set of
enpl oyees, probably about a third of that
group, that will be a little bit higher
pay scal e that has sone specialized skills
and then we have a -- our nornal assenbly
t eam nenber, people who load parts into
t he machi ne, make sure that they continue
to run, you know, deal with issues as they
cone up through the day, and that will be
the majority of the hires for that area.
So, it's a conbination of people that we
woul d be bringing it.
MR DAVI Dt

Do you think nost of those will cone
fromthe state of Louisiana? O wll
there be people comng in fromout of
state?
MR CHAI SSON:

The hourly workforce w il al nost
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excl usi vely be from Loui si ana and the
| ocal area. In sone cases, for sone of
the support, the technical support staff,
we do | ook out-of-state for those specific
skills, but nore often than not we're
finding those enpl oyees within the state.

And Northwestern State has been a big
source of technical enployees that we've
utilized. They're probably a good third
of our work -- our salaried work staff
have gone through the university there.

But, yeah, it's used
around, and Enerson in general we've got
multiple facilities that nake these
conpressors, and you will find themin
just about any brand that you have at your
home. But the majority goes into
househol d, anywhere from one and a half

ton up to about five ton units. W wll

This loan was to be interest only for the
first seven nonths and then term out for
ten years. The | oan proceeds were to be
used to purchase equi pnent and for
| easehol d i nprovenents. Hubig' s has,
unfortunately, experienced several
set backs over the last two years
surroundi ng supply and demand i ssues that
have caused nultiple delays in delivery
and installation of equipnent. From Covid
to Hurricane |Ida, none of these factors
coul d have been foreseen nor fell wthin
their control. Consequently, the LEDC
i n-house conm ttee has approved five
ext ensi on request on the interimfinancing
period since Board approval in 2019. Mbst
recently in Novenber of 2021, the LEDC

24
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Board approved to reall ocate a snal
portion of the |loan funds to support
payroll. The LEDC guaranty is effective
on the permanent finance portion of the

| oan, not the interimfinancing, therefore
our guaranty has not yet gone into effect.
The current bal ance on the loan is
approximately $1 mllion of the

$1.22 million | oan anount.

The purpose of this new request is
for an additional 120 day extension to the
draw period. Supply chain issues on parts
of the refrigerator are causing a dom no
effect in the conpletion of the
refrigerator, and delaying electrical work
and fire inspection, but I will let Drew
get into those details and give us sone
updates on the conpl etion of the project.
